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Description and conditions of hunting in Kyrgyzstan
        The hunting base is 680 kilometers away from Bishkek, which can be covered in 12 hours by car.
The hunting grounds of Kyrgyzstan are home to a variety of wild animal species, with ungulates being hunted at altitudes of 2500-4000 meters above sea level. "Central Asia Hunts" offers licensed hunting for the following animals:
• Marco Polo ram - from August 30th to December 20th;
• Siberian ibex - from September 15th to December 20th.
In addition, from September 15th to December 31, wolves, chukars, and foxes can be hunted in Kyrgyzstan.
Hunting tour program to Kyrgyzstan
The duration of the hunting tour, in which at least two clients must participate, is 10 days:
• 1 day - arrival in Bishkek, paperwork, transfer and accommodation in the camp;
• Day 2 - meeting the huntsman (guide), choosing a horse, briefing, shooting the weapon, arriving at the camp at the hunting site;
• days 3-8 – hunting trips;
• 9-10 days—transfer to Bishkek, excursion, departure.
This is an approximate program, it can be changed due to different factors such as: change of departure date, weather conditions, adding days to obtain another trophy and ext.
Hunting, accompanied by rangers, is carried out on horseback, with stalking at watering places, feeding and bedding areas, from the approach, as well as by driving. The approach to the prey is carried out 3 times at a distance of no more than 300 meters; it is possible to obtain a second (additional) trophy.

Accommodation during the hunting period in Kyrgyzstan
Accommodation for clients is provided in houses and cottages with amenities, including a bathhouse, and during the hunting period - in tents. At the same time, 3 hot meals a day are provided, including dishes of European and Kyrgyz cuisine, including vegetables and fruits.
Equipment for hunting in Kyrgyzstan.
Clients are required to have shoes and clothing suitable for riding, including a hat, sweater and riding jacket, as well as a mat, sunglasses and a backpack. The following types of weapons are used for hunting in Kyrgyzstan:
• for big game - a Magnum-type carbine and 40 cartridges;
• for small game - a smoothbore shotgun and 200 cartridges.
In addition, it is advisable for hunters to have binoculars, a compass, a walkie-talkie, cords, and also have horse riding and horse care skills.
Services for hunters in Kyrgyzstan
“Central Asia Hunts” provides hunters in Kyrgyzstan with the following services:
• obtaining a second (additional) trophy;
• huntsman for each client;
• primary processing of trophies;
• weapon rental;
• personal hygiene products.
Tourists arriving in Kyrgyzstan are provided with the necessary documents:
• visa support;
• permission to import hunting weapons;
• permission to enter the border zone;
• permission to export hunting trophies, including CITES.
1 month before the opening of hunting in Kyrgyzstan, the tourist must provide the brand and number of the weapon, including the number of cartridges, as well as passport details.
Prices for a hunting tour to Kyrgyzstan
The cost of trophies and services or the entire package of a hunting tour in Kyrgyzstan is indicated in the price agreement protocol signed by the travel company (operator) and the hunting enterprise. To resolve all organizational issues, advance payment in the amount of 50% of the agreed amount is required 2 months before the start of the hunting tour. Prices can be negotiated:
1) Ovis Ammon Polii (sheep) -$ 31800 (10 days)
2) Siberian ibex - $ 7800 (10 days)
3) Yak - $3000 (1-3 hunting days)
4) Wolf – $1500
5) Kekliks- $480 per day 
6) Additional days - $1000
7) Non-hunter or observer - $5000 
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
